MedFest is a Special Olympics Healthy Athletes® screening program that facilitates the required standard sports physical examination for current and prospective athletes. The Special Olympics General Rules require that all athletes who want to participate in Special Olympics must be examined by a physician or trained medical professional. With the help of local volunteer healthcare professionals, MedFest provides individuals with intellectual disabilities the chance to participate in year-round Special Olympics sports training and athletic competition. 

The physical examinations at MedFest are conducted by volunteer medical professionals and are free to current and prospective athletes. Exams include: assessments of medical history; height and weight measurements; blood pressure; abdominal and musculoskeletal evaluation; and referral for follow-up care as needed.  MedFest exams also address questions and concerns of athletes’ parents and guardians.
